P§pahas had manufacturing industries since the beginning of the 20th century, e.g. textile,

food processing, engineering and wood industry. Small and medium size enterprisesand

foreign investmentsare playing more and more significant role in the townõsbusinesslife.

Companiesestablishedor modernized with German, Italian, American, Dutch and Austrian

investmentsoffer employment for a growing number of peoplein and around the town.

The economic background of the town is good. Cities playing and outstanding role in the

economyof the north-west part of Transdanubiaare situated in 40-50kilometres from P§pa.

All of them host severalmultinational companies.

P§paand its surrounding region are 1,021squarekilometres. The population is 60,000in 47

villages. The population ofP§pais 32,000. It is the biggest and most populated region of the

county.

P§pa is situated right at the meeting point of two geographical regions of the Small Hungarian 

Plain and the Bakony Hills.

P§pais found on the railway line betweenGyƉrand Szombathely. The line is a part of the

international freight train network, which providesa good accessibility to the Adriatic sea. IC

servicesworking betweenVienna and Budapestmake it easierto get to P§pa. The railway

station was reconstructed in 2001. It s services meet the standards of the European rail

network.

The power supply systemsaresufficient; they can cater for needsvariousbusinesspartners.

In theP§paareathe telephoneservicesareprovided by landline and microwavesystems,and

all the 3 Hungarian providers are available. The providers meet all the requirements of the

businesspartners.

The landline phone systemis connectedto the international phone network.

The telephonenetwork is connectedto international direct call system.

Due to communication servicesavailablein town, accessand subscription to the internet is

unlimited.

A military air baseis situated near the town. TheP§paAir Basehosts the operationalarm of

the StrategicAirlift Capability, The Heavy Airlift Wing in cooperationof 12nations. The air

basehasbeenmodernizedðpartly with NATO sources. It cost about 9 billion forints. Due to

programme apart from military personnel and foreigners, 300-350 new employments are

expected.

It is easyto accessP§pafrom GyƉrand motorway M1 (E60, E75), on highway Nr 83, from

Veszpr®mon highways Nr 8 and Nr 83. The highway is planned to be strengthenedand

converted into an expresswayto connect motorway M1 (E60, E75) andP§pabetween2014

and 2015. It will take only 30minutes to get toP§pafrom the motorway. Besidesthis stretch it

is planned to developthe expresswaybetweenSz®kesfeh®rv§randVeszpr®m.

The bypassroad aroundP§pais 10kilometres long, and it makesthe town more accessible.

The secondaryschoolsoffer training,retraining,in-service

trainingandadulteducationprogrammesaswell.

Higher educationis also availableat university faculties offering universityand post

secondaryeducation. Theyoffer opportunitiesis in localeducation. It isalsobeneficialfor the

flexibilityandmobilityof workforcein theareaimplementingnewtradesin theregion.

3700studentsgo to threegrammarschoolsandtwo secondaryvocationalschoolsof P§pa.

All of themhaveto learnat leastoneforeignlanguageðEnglish,German,French,Italian,

Russian- but most of them learntwo. More than 100studentstakeintermediatelanguage

examsevery year. There are also some languageschoolsin town offering tuition and

examinationaswell.

There have been significant green field investments

in the park. One of the biggest ones launched in

June 2002. Hirtenberger Precision Techologies

Limited launched manufacturing car parts in a

10,000-square metre plant. The company received

non-refundable subsidy worth 140 million forints.

Two of the four stagesof development have been

completed. Now they employ more than 450people

in a 20,000-squaremetre plant.

In 2012HirtenbergerBt. hascontinuedthe development

of the industrialpark firm. By the 1.312billion HUF

project (with help of the EuropianUnion) they have

created50new workplaces.

MAIN INVESTMENTS INTHE INDUASTRIAL PARK



P§paiAsztalosKft. (P§paJoineryCompany)

built a plant on 1 hectareof the green field part of
the park last year. Their investment in a new
assemblyhall, office and warehouseis worth 350
million forints. It is 2,170 square metres. They
employ 40-50 people manufacturing furniture.
Their foreign marketshavedeveloped. They export
to the USAand Japanaswell.

ÂThe company is developing its premises with a 
262 quadrat metres warehouse for finished goods 
and by building up a study-workshop of 603 square 
metres.

Johnson Controls Ltd. is an automotive company  

engaged in producing upholstered car parts. They 

employ 950 peoplein a 10,000-square metre plant.In

2013 they have expanded almost double the work area

with an existing bay close to the extant site and with a 

new 7.000 m2 wing. In 2014 they havecontinued the

developmentwith a new 700 m2 wing. From 2015, the 

company has resumed its activity and development 

under the name Yanfengwith an unchanged profile.

Yanfengreceives a state subsidy of  1.85 billion HUF 

for the expansion of  his premises in P§pa, which 

costs a total 7.4 billion HUF.The new building of  

14000 square metres will serve 1/3 as an injecting 

workhouse, 1/3 as upholstery workshop and 1/3 as a 

warehouse.
